HELPING HOUNDS USA INC
PUPPY PURCHASE AGREEMENT

This puppy purchase agreement is between Helping Hounds USA Inc (HHUSA) (Seller) and

(Buyer/s).

Buyer is purchasing a puppy for the amount of $3000 for AKC Limited Registration on a spay/neuter
contract. Special Treaty is available for Open Registration, with price to be determined along with
special addendums to include mandatory co-ownership.

Upon completion of the Puppy Application and payment of the refundable $50 deposit (applicable to
the purchase price) applicants will be interviewed. If we do not feel we can satisfy your needs the
deposit will be refunded. If we feel a puppy may be available from an upcoming litter you will placed on
the waiting list. When we feel we have a suitable puppy you will be notified and a $450 deposit will be
due via Zelle or cash within two business days along with a signed and notarized copy of this contract.
Once the deposit is paid and contract is received, if you change your mind for any reason the full deposit
of $500 is forfeited.

Temperament testing will be conducted by a disinterested third party at 7 weeks of age. Once the report
is received by HHUSA you will be contacted with confirmation of puppy selection and the remaining
balance of $2500 will be due within two business days via Zelle or cash. Any puppy not paid in full by age
8 weeks will be considered forfeit along with the deposit.

Puppies will be dewormed and have their first round of shots and have a Health Certificate issued by a
USDA approved veterinarian. Puppies will also be microchipped with a lifetime membership to AKC
Reunite. Puppies will be picked up at 10 weeks of age unless other arrangements are made prior to that
time. The per diem fee is $25 per day and if it is past the 30 day window on the health certificate -
another health certificate must be prepared. That cost is office visit plus $35 for regular certificate, $50
for air travel and if it is time - the next series in the puppy shots. Puppy must meet all requirements to
fly in cabin. Extended stay charges will be paid via Zelle or cash. Puppies can be delivered at the
discretion of HHUSA for additional cost.

It is recommended that until 3 weeks past the date of the last of the 3 puppy shots series is complete,
the puppy should not be taken into public areas visited by other dogs (i.e. dog training facilities, dog
boarding facilities, Petsmart, Groomer, etc.) for their safety or have outside dogs visit in your home.
Puppy is NOT to receive the rabies vaccine with the last puppy shots. Rabies should be given one month
later and without any other vaccine.

Although there can be no absolute guarantees of long-term health, the thorough testing of both Dam
and Sire for any adverse genetic disease/structural abnormalities has been completed and the results
are published through OFA and available on the website. HHUSA does its best to insure that people and
puppies are matched appropriately; however, there is no guarantee that the puppy will be suitable for
the any use other than a companion animal or that it will suitable for the purchaser.



It is a requirement that you take your new puppy to your own vet for a thorough Wellness Physical
Exam/introduction to your vet within the first 72 hours you have him/her. That first appointment MUST
NOT include any vaccinations or worming. All vaccinations are up to date and puppy received worming
on the date of the issuance of the Health Certificate. If you are unhappy with the results of said exam, |
will have him/her examined again by my vet, or a vet of my choice. If the result is the same, | will take
the puppy back and refund the purchase price less transportation, re-exam expenses, board and non-
refundable deposit after the puppy is re-sold.

The second series of shots is due at 12 weeks old, the final at 16 weeks old. Do not allow any "extra"
vaccinations, especially the rabies vaccination. Rabies shots must not be given with any other
vaccinations, you must wait at least 2 weeks after any other vaccination and not given until a minimum
of 5-6 months of age.

If it comes to our attention, at any time, that the puppy is being abused, physically or mentally, being
used for breeding without approval and revised contract, or housed inappropriately, we will arrange to
retrieve the puppy and be provided immediately with all relevant paperwork (AKC Registration with
appropriately signed transfer and Microchip release). If legal action has to be taken to retrieve the
puppy, Buyer will be responsible for all of Seller's legal fees, Transportation, Per Diem (S175 per day)
and Court Costs, including special fees associated with the serving of papers. If the puppy has been bred,
whether by actual birth or by stud service, contract is in default and puppy will be returned to me at
your expense and a punitive payment of $5,000 per puppy produced will be due and payable to me and
any stored frozen semen will also be signed over to me. No refund will be forthcoming in that event.
Enforcement by legal remedy will incur additional court costs to puppy owner. There will be no Co-
Owners on puppies we have bred except us.

Unless your puppy is to be an AKC Conformation Show or AKC Performance Prospect, or will have full
breeding rights/open registration, your puppy is being sold on an AKC Limited (Spay/Neuter) Contract.
Proof of spay/neuter must be provided to Seller by your vet. You are required to wait until a minimum
of 24 months or later to spay or neuter this puppy, based on all the new Veterinary information
available on its’ affects on growth and overall health. New research has shown significant disruption in
structural integrity by spaying/neutering too young.

All puppies must be covered by medical insurance. Most accidents happen within the first 2 years. Our
own recommendations are Embrace Pet Insurance, Pet’s Best Insurance, Trupanion and Healthy Paws.
Purchasing insurance early removes the chance of any pre-existing stipulations. If you decide on
Embrace, please ask immediately for the orthopedic waiver and have that signed by your vet at your
first visit - otherwise there is a 6-month waiting period for orthopedic coverage. The Orthopedic report
card cuts that waiting period to 6 weeks.

Your puppy has a microchip with a prepaid lifetime membership to AKC Reunite. As a precaution and
also as part of purchasing a dog from a service dog program, HHUSA will always be listed with you on
this membership. We will add you to the registration upon delivery. HHUSA must be immediately
notified of loss, death or disability of this puppy and circumstances. We will file your AKC registration for
you so be prepared with a name that starts with “Helping Hounds” for example “Helping Hounds Big
Red” (call name Wrigley). We will also assist you in activating your insurance so have a plan picked out in
advance.



You will receive the Dam and Sire’s AKC registration information, a copy of a five-generation pedigree,
photos of Dam and Sire, a copy of the Litter Registration, the puppy's individual AKC Registration, the
Microchip Registration, copies of OFA health statistics for both Dam and Sire, the puppy’s current health
certificate, a copy of any Veterinary office notes to give to your vet of choice, and your puppy’s HHUSA
Puppy Temperament testing results.

Each puppy is hand picked for the buyer by HHUSA based on your application and interview. Breeders
Pick of the litter remains with the Seller and cannot be fully determined until 8 weeks of age. In case of
conflict, choice remains with the Seller to retain that puppy or allow the puppy to go to the buyer. When
final pick has been made, we will begin to call your puppy by it's new call name, provided by you.

Visitors are allowed on an individual basis due to current pandemic restrictions and we use special
precautions before you see the puppies for their protection as well as yours and ours. Visitors must have
a signed contract and deposit on file to visit and be invited by HHUSA.

We do not ship puppies by cargo. You must pick up your puppy in person or arrange for us to deliver it
to you. If you are traveling by air or have a long car drive we will provide you with information to make
the trip safe and comfortable for your new puppy. Flight certificates are only good for 30 days and there
is a 20 pound weight limit for in-flight carriers. There is also an additional fee of $20.00 for a flight ready
health certificate.

HHUSA retains first right of refusal if, at any time you become unable to keep your puppy, to have the
puppy returned to me at Buyer’s expense. Please provide the name, address and phone number of the
person you have designated as guardian of the puppy in the event of an incapacitating illness or death.
The person taking over the temporary care of the puppy/dog will need to have my contact information
in order to discuss the return of the puppy to me or their continued ownership of said puppy at my sole
discretion. Puppy will NOT be sold or given to another party, or rescue organization without my
notarized, written approval. Puppy will NOT be turned over to any Public or Private Animal Shelter. All
stipulations within this contract migrate with the puppy to the receiving party whether temporary or
permanent, at my discretion.
